In October 2009 Aron’s lung

function became so low his
life was in serious danger, he
was admitted to hospital.

While there things got worst,
and a blod clot was discov-
ered in his Hickman line,
though thankfully this was
found in time.

Since receiving the Vest
Arons lung function has im-
proved greatly. He is able to
walk long distance, and play
with his friends.

This is a life changing piece of
equipment for any young
child and we hope to be able
to purchase many more of
these vest for children all
over the UK, in the near
coming future.
